Program Overview: The WTAE-Career Training SDPT Program trains students 

to work as an entry level sterile device processing technician in a hospital or 

clinic setting. Students will learn the content knowledge and skills needed to 

become a vital part of a medical team. Students will learn names of a varie-

ty of medical instruments, infection control and how to disinfect clinical in-

struments, exam rooms, operating rooms.  Students will also learn how to 

maintain sterile environments in order to prevent contamination and infec-

tion. Students are required to complete an 80-120 hour externships after the 

completion of the program. SDPT provisional license requires 400 in service 

hours within 6 months of a provisional license. Employment placement op-

portunities are available to students after the completion of the program.
